On 14 September 2009 the City of Westminster adopted the Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs) listed above. The aim of the SPDs is to set out all of the relevant Council policies and issues relating to the sites and to seek to obtain the promoters’ of Crossrail, Crossrail Limited (CRL), agreement to incorporate these matters into their proposals. The Crossrail Bill received Royal Assent on 22nd July 2008 and is therefore now an Act of Parliament.
